How much does dual enrollment cost? 
Quality instruction is provided at no cost to the student for approved dual credit 
courses. Textbooks are provided at no cost to public school students for 
approved programs. 
 
Why is dual enrollment offered? 
The program is a cooperative effort among 
CFCC and the school boards of Citrus, Levy 
and Marion counties to provide enhanced 
learning opportunities for qualified high 
school students. The program is authorized 
under Florida Statute 240.116. 
 
Where are dual enrollment classes 
offered? 
Classes may be offered at the student's 
high school, or at CFCC's Ocala, Lecanto 
and Chiefland campuses, as well as online 
or through telecourses. 
 
 

Criteria 
• Must meet all county articulation 

requirements. 
• Must submit a CFCC dual enrollment 

application by the dual enrollment 
application deadline. 

• Must be 16 years of age and a junior 
or senior. 

• Must have an appropriate high school 
GPA. 

• Must submit qualifying ACT/SAT/CPT 
test scores.  

• Must submit appropriate paperwork 
from the high school (dual enrollment 
form for public school students, letter 
of permission from private or home 
school students by the application 
deadline).
